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THE  INTERNATIONAL  RULES  FOR  ENDGAME-PROBLEMS  (E-problems)
These rules are defined based on rules of J.Mozer ("Het Eindspel" 1941, 1951) and former USSR rules ("Shashechnyi kodex" 1986).


3.1. Definition of the Type, contents of Endgame problems (E-problems), principal (technical) requirements of E-problems ("Fins de Partie"/"Etudes").
3.1.1. E-problem is the end product of draught-composing, which is characterized by the number of pieces: at most 4 white pieces and at most 7 black pieces. There are two kinds of tasks for E-problem: "Win" and "Draw". In both cases white is to move first. First white move must not be capture move. The present International rules are valid for E-problems with tasks both "Win" and "Draw".


3.1.2. E-problem must be original. An E-problem must neither have been previously published nor participated or currently participating in a competition, must not repeat neither a published position of actual game nor a position of a published analysis.


3.1.3. Initial position of E-problem has to be legal (that is to correspond to the rules of draughts). If in the Initial position white is attacked, the author has to demonstrate last move(s) both black and white resulted to the Initial position.


3.1.4. An E-problem has to be solved in all variants. A position is not considered to be an E-problem if the solution is absent in a variant.


3.1.5. An E-problem must contain at least two different Thematic (Compositional) variants (see 3.1.5.1.). 
A variant is series of moves of black and white. Thematic variant (VT) is the variant with single solution leading to an economical final position (see 3.1.7.). 
A position should contain at least two different VT to be recognized as an E-problem. An E-problem solution should consist of exact order of white moves. No second solution (see 3.1.6.) is admissible. The only one inexact white move (Dual) is admissible (see 3.1.6.).


3.1.5.1. The difference between of two VT may consist of either:
A) Different final positions of every VT, or B) The presence of at least two different moves in every VT as regards to each one if final positions are identical in both VT.


3.1.6. The single solution is the requirement, which means that no second solution is admissible neither in Principal VT nor an other VT. The only one dual is admissible in every VT [also in every Thematic false solution (FST) and in every Thematic Illusional Play (JIT), see 3.1.9.]. No dual is admissible before second VT is appeared.
The notion of "Second solution" in a VT means series of moves to be played in an other way leading to a final position different from that indicated by the author.
The notion "Dual" means a disturbance of the punctuality in move(s) of white. The dual does not lead to another final position different from that appearing in the VT given by the author. The different types of duals are indicated in 3.1.10. The notion "Dual" is not applied after the final position of a VT has appeared. A VT is not recognized as such if it does contain either second solution or more than one dual.


3.1.7. The following economical positions are considered to be the end of VT in E-problems with the task "Win":


a) all positions placed as motives in first edition of J.Mozer "Het Eindspel", Firma R.Los 1941 on pages 54-68 (motives 1A-53C), also all positions placed as motives in second edition of J.Mozer "Het Eindspel", Wed/Ahrend/Zoon 1951, on pages 236-256 (motives 1A-136B), also all positions placed as motives in Russian edition of J.Mozer, "Fizkultura i sport" 1963 on pages 65-84, because all those positions are recognized as "classical motive-positions" at International level;


b) any final position (resulted from previous play), which does correspond to the principle of economy: no one white piece may be removed without the infringement of task [p.e., position in which black is blocked by minimum means (36,41,K46/K47, black moves) or position in which any black move lead to immediate loss, p.e., 45,K48/50,K12,K25, black moves, where after (37) white win by 40 and after 
(26) white win by 25-3];


c) a position with one black piece against of one white piece or a position with two black pieces against of one white piece;


d) a position with single white piece appearing immediately after black capture move(s);


e) a position with double/multi opposition of men, if each black piece is necessary in a VT.


3.1.8. Any position with clear draw-balance of color is considered as the end of VT in E-problems with the task "Draw".


3.1.9. A) Thematic False Solution (FST) and B) Thematic Illusional Play (JIT) are also relevant to the contents of E-problems.
FST is a variant, which may lead to white win if black does not use its single chance for draw (if black has more than one chance for draw, then such variant is not FST).
JIT is the variant in FST; in JIT white win only if this variant corresponds to the VT requirements.
Example: S.Yushkevitch, "Shashechnyi Mir", # 4, 1998. Black 2,22,28,34,35; White 11,K17,K44. "Win". Solution is: VP (Principal variant): 7(2x11,A) 6(340,B) 39,Z(45) 50(40) 11(44,C) 33,50+. A:(22x11) 6, 25+. B: (350) 35(39) 1(43)23, 49+. C: (27) 35(32) 24(37) 47+. 
Z: 50?(45) 11(27,Y) 31/36(50)=. Y: (40) 6(44) 39, 50+. Y1: (27) 35 etc.+.
Here VP, A, B, C, are Variants Thematic(VT). Z is Thematic False Solution (FST) because black use its single chance for draw (45 etc.). Y and Y1 are Thematic Illusional Play because white win by variants, which correspond to the VT, if black does not use its single chance for draw. 


3.1.10. The types of duals are as follows:


3.1.10.1. The alternative move. It means: 
a) a white move can choose between two directions for a march without a capture with the same winning procedure. Example 1 (for a man): moves 38-32-28 and 38-33-28 result in the same position. Example 2 (for a King): moves 3-26-48 result in the same position like moves 3-25-48.

b) a white King can choose between two directions for a march with a capture move with the same winning procedure. Example 3 (for a King): 9,10,24,29,33,35/45,K49: 450,49x35x15 or 49x40x15. 

 
3.1.10.2. The white king freedom of movement.
This is a move, which may end at will on two or several squares of one diagonal. 


3.1.10.3. The interversion of moves. This is a change in the order in which white executes his moves. 


3.1.10.4. The prolongation of the solution (with the repetition of a position). 
Example: K47/46,48,K15, black moves (36) and white win either by 41,482 or by 4(47)15(36)41,482. 


3.1.10.5. Different sacrifices. It means that sacrifices of different pieces do not change final position of a VT. Example 1: 10,25,K14/K2,K35,K45: 2-19(46) 30,5 or 35-19(46)30,5. Example 2: 2,11,16,43/ K3,K26,K35: 3-21,8,49 or 261,8,49. 


3.1.11. Only VT (FST, JIT) indicated by the author are considered by the judges of a competition. 


3.1.12. The infringement of principal (technical) requirements annuls E-problem (FST, JIT).


3.2. Aesthetic characteristics of E-problem.
3.2.1. The originality of the concept: a) the novelty of themes/ideas, b) new contents of known themes/ideas, finals (motives), c) more beautiful design of known themes/ideas, finals (motives), d) new combination of VT, FST, JIT.


3.2.2. The beauty of the solution. It is expressed by non-evident moves (which are difficult to find), by impressive finals (motives). Subtle maneuvers by white are more preferred to evident ones. White sacrifices are more preferred while using the majority-rule. 


3.2.3. The play variations. The full value VT (long, beauty, without a dual), FST, JIT, the E-problem is more rich.


3.2.4. The solution purity. The E-problem solution should be pure, containing as little duals as possible. Aesthetic impression of E-problem is defined by the decrease of duals quantity in VT, FST, JIT. The presence of a dual (moreover second solution) is especially undesirable in Principal VT. 


3.2.5. The practical side and the economy. Natural initial position is more attractive. The economy of E-problem means the activity of all pieces in the solution, the absence of black attack in the initial position,  the absence of both exchange in the beginning of solution and passive pieces. A passive piece is a piece, which does not participate in the solution of an E-problem till final (motive). No Black King may be replaced by black man in the initial position. The more economical is the E-problem, the richer it is.


3.2.6. The richness of the E-problem contents is defined by the totality of aesthetic characteristics and it has decisive influence for the E-problem quality. The infringement of aesthetic characteristics worsens the quality of the E-problem.


3.3. The solution notice, the signification for VT, FST, JIT, not-thematic variants.
3.3.1. E-problem solution may be written by short notation. For instance, 47-42 is full notice of white move, 42 is short notice. If white pieces are present both on 47 and 48 in this case short notice is 472. 


3.3.2. VT (apart of VP) are to be indicated with big letters of Latin alphabet: A, B, C, D, E etc. (apart of letters Z and Y).  Principal VT is to be indicated with two big letters: VP.


3.3.3. FST is to be indicated with big letter Z, if they are several then Z1, Z2, Z3 etc. 


3.3.4. JIT is to be indicated with big letter Y, if they are several then Y1, Y2, Y3 etc. 


3.3.5. Only VT, FST, JIT should be present in E-problem solution given by an author.  If FST is inside of a non-thematic variant(s), then such non-thematic variant(s) should be indicated with small letters of Latin alphabet: a,b,c,d etc.
NOTA BENE: The English translation from French is done by S.Yushkevitch, taking to attention suggestions of Mr A.Rom (U.S.A.). The French text of the International rules for E-problems is definitive in case of different interpretations. REGULATIONS OF THE FIRST PERSONAL WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP OF PROBLEMISM
Second stage : Endgame-problems
1. The Second stage of the First Personal World Championship of problemism is organized by the FMJD and its Committee of International problemism (CPI FMJD) in the type of Endgame-problems (E-problems). Cooperative or team participation is not permitted. The Second stage is carried out since September 2004 until September 2005. The Championship is run according to the International Rules (RI) of problemism. These International Rules (parts 1,2,3) are to be found at the following addresses in Internet: 
at the web-site of the FMJD: http://www.fmjd.nl
at the web-site of E.van Dusseldorp: http://www.euronet.nl/users/evdussel
at the web-site TAVLEI (in Russian): http://www.gambler.ru/plus/tavlei/index.html
All positions sent must be unpublished. Published E-problems and E-problems (or their correction) those took (take) part in earlier competition are not permitted.
2. The Championship consists of 3 categories. For every category at most 7 black pieces and at most 4 white pieces are allowed in the Initial position. The conditions for the categories are as follows :
Category A: The initial position should contain only Men for White (within of 4 white pieces) and any number of Black Men and / or Black Kings (within of 7 black pieces). 
Category B: The initial position should contain both Men and Kings for White (within of 4 white pieces) and any number of Black Men and / or Kings (within of 7 black pieces).
Category C: The initial position should not contain White Men, but at least two (or more) White Kings (within of 4 white pieces) and any number of Black Men and/or Kings (within of 7 black pieces).
3. A participant can present not more than 2 (two) E-problems in each category. The final classification is determined by the total score of the participant, which is obtained by the addition of his highest three scores (it is possible to be included in this sum two scores of the one and the same category). If several competitors share one place, the 4-th, and if necessary the 5th or 6th best result will be decisive. If these measures too result in an ex aequo ending, the highest individual score in any category will decide. International Master Points will be awarded for each category separately, according to existing regulations.
4. The E-problems, on diagrams, with solutions, and with the indication of the author’s name, first name and the address, are to be sent by an author personally not later than 1 of February 2005 by post correspondence (e-mail is not accepted) to the address:

E-problems sent after 1 of February 2005 (according to post stamp) and those without the author’s personalia will not be registered. E-problems, which do not correspond either to present regulations or to the RI, will not be scored.

There will be FMJD diplomas, and money prizes for those who end 1, 2 and 3 according to the sum for 3 best scores. Too the FMJD diplomes will be awarded for winners of each category.
ABOUT  OF  the  “WORLD  CUP”  1998-2001

The CPI FMJD presents the FMJD official Tables of the Final results of the World Cup 1998-2000. The FMJD official Tables of the Final results of the “World Cup” 1998-2001 were not published in the FMJD media (the FMJD Almanac, the “Le Monde Damiste” magazine, the FMJD website). Final results of the “World Cup” 1998-2001, which were published in the magazine “Shashechnyi Mir” (Russia) and which were re-published in magazines “Saskiu Kaleidoslopas” (Lithuania) and “Moi Zhurnal” (Belarus), are incorrect for type of problems because there are two errors.

First error is: Mr M.Fedorov (Ukraine) in those tables is indicated as the participant, who has obtained 4 place; this indication is based on the result of FFJD-199/2000 contest. But Mr M.Fedorov did not participate in the contest FFJD 1999-2000. It is Mr B.Fedorov, who did participate in the contest FFJD 1999-2000. 

Second error is: there is indicated in those tables me, S.Yushkevitch, as the participant of the “World Cup” 1998-2001 while I have declared officially 05.03.2001 (half year before the “World Cup” 1998-2001 was finished) in e-mail to Chief of the “World Cup” 1998-2001, Mr E.Zubov, that I do not consider myself as the participant of the “World Cup” 1998-2001. But, unfortunately, my declaration was ignored by Mr E.Zubov. 
Follow the FMJD norms, I have addressed my protest against of such ignorance to the highest point of the FMJD, to the General Assembly of the FMJD. The General Assembly of the FMJD happened 23/24.08.2003 has accepted my declaration. I quote the Minutues of the FMJD General Assembly of 23/24.08.2003: 

“…  The letter of 05-03-2001 is included in the documentation received by the participants of this meeting in Berlin. Yushkevitch asks the GA to accept his declaration as included in the letter that he does not consider himself as participant in what was called World Cup incorrectly.


The GA accepts this declaration.”

Thus, in this official issue of the CPI FMJD, the CPI-INFO # 4, September 2004 the official FMJD Tables of Final results of the “World Cup” 1998-2001 are present.

COMMITTEE OF INTERNATIONAL PROBLEMISM (CPI)
THE STATUTES

PART 1

Internal regulations

1.1. As part of the FMJD, the COMMITTEE OF INTERNATIONAL PROBLEMISM (CPI) is composed of members appointed in agreement with the FMJD statutes. However, in view of the specific essence of the problemism and of the absence of highly qualified specialists in many countries, the CPI has a right to present its own candidate either for election to the post of CPI President or for election as the CPI member according to the FMJD statutes, or for acceptation by the CD a new the CPI member between the GA. 

1.2. The CPI was created 19.08.2001 by GA FMJD with the aim of continuing the work of the Section of International Problemism (SPI), founded in 1987. The CPI works for the problemism on the 100-square board. The areas of activity of CPI are the following:

a)   to promote the cause of the problemism  on an international level,  having contacts with problemists and solvers in all countries;

b)   to organize under Rules International (RI), created in September 2002, at least once every two years a personal world championship, or a world championship for national teams, or both these competitions, or an international competition. The title of “World Champion for the year….” will be awarded to the winners in accordance with  the FMJD regulations.  Each competition may have its own specific rules, apart from the general regulations for competitions (RI, part 2). The composition of the jury will be confirmed by CPI before the judgement begins.

c)   to award International Master Points to participants of those competitions , according to the regulations laid down in part 2 of these statutes, and to present them  to the GA as candidates for the titles of Master FMJD of the Problemism (MFP), Master International of the Problemism (MIP) and Grandmaster International of the Problemism (GMIP).
d)  to organize a competition for solvers or to help to organise such competition out of the CPI.

1.3. The CPI can recognize the competitions of the problemism, organized by National federations, regional, local or other associations, or private persons, if these competitions satisfy the RI. The CPI has the right to organize a cycle of competitions. It will not recognize a competition which is part of a cycle organized out of the CPI.

1.4. Decisions of an administrative nature are taken by the president, who can charge any member of the committee with their execution. Decisions on technical matters will be obtained by the votes of the committee members, by e-mail or letter, after discussion. If the votes are equally divided, the president will decide. Each CPI member can vote “Yes”, “No”, or “Abstention”.

1.5. The CPI will consist of a president, a secretary, and at most five members. The president has the right to appoint a member of CPI as vice-president (if that member agrees).Whenever the president cannot perform his task, the vice-president, or in his absence the secretary, will replace him until the president resumes his function, c.q. until a successor has been appointed The president has the right to give the mandate, by post or e-mail letter, for the representation of CPI at CD or GA if he cannot attend their meetings.

1.6. If the president is not active during three months without indication of a sufficient reason, or if his work fails to produce results, the secretary (or vice-president) can inform the president of FMJD. The FMJD president will study the situation, and if necessary submit the problem to the CD. The CD can appoint any member of the CPI, with his agreement, to replace the president until the next GA FMJD. In this case the CD removes the president.

1.7. Every candidate proposed by a National Organization or Federation, in the period between two GA, may be accepted by the CD FMJD, in agreement with the CPI, if he has a working knowledge of French or English, these being the working languages of the CPI; also he must have e-mail address. CPI may propose its own candidate as CPI member in period between GA for acceptation that candidate by CD. The announcement of competitions should be published in at least one of these two languages; French or English, and also be translated into Russian as an official language.

1.8. Decisions of the CPI, and reports on its activities, are sent in writing (or by e-mail) to the FMJD Office and to the CPI members, and if necessary and desirable to National or local Organizations or Federations. The Grandmasters can be consulted by CPI for the discussion of technical questions, their answers being awaited within a fixed time. 

1.9. If a Committee member does not react within a reasonable time to letters and consultations, he may be discharged after suitable investigation, and replaced.

1.10. With the agreement of the CD, decisions of the CPI can be in force before their confirmation by the GA.

1.11. The CPI has its own emblem. The CPI issues its own official issue: CPI-INFO.
PART  2.

Regulation of the attribution of titles

2.1. The titles of Master FMJD of the Problemism (MFP), Master International of the Problemism (MIP) and Grandmaster International of the Problemism will be awarded on the basis of the results achieved during the following composition competitions:

a)  those organized by the FMJD; 

b)  those organized by National, Regional or Local Organisations or Federations, or other organisations, or the private person if their regulations are agreed with the FMJD, represented by the CPI.

2.2. The regulations of any competition must specify the technical requirements. The International Rules of Problemism are in force from October 2002, they are the point of reference for all agreed competitions. 

2.3. International Master Points (IMP) will be given to those problemists who take the highest places in the final classification of a category:

If several participants share a series of places, all of them will receive the IMP associated with the highest of these places. Master points are not awarded in a category of a competition, in which Combinational problems corresponded to Basic level only are accepted.

2.4. The requirements for the several titles are as follows: 

For the title of Master FMJD of the Problemism (MFP) 50 IMP, for the title of Master International of the Problemism (MIP) 100 IMP; for the title of Grandmaster International of the Problemism (GMIP) either 300 IMP, or 200 IMP if the results comprise two first prizes. 

Further the FMJD may attribute the title of Master International of the Problemism (MIP HC) or Grandmaster International of the Problemism Honoris Causa (GMIP HC) to any problemist for exceptional merits in the widest sense in the domain of problemism. A proposal for the attribution of a title honoris causa is to be accompanied by a curriculum vitae and a survey of the candidate's achievements. The FMJD will send a diploma to all title holders. 

2.5. These regulations are in force from October 2002 onward. The validity of all results obtained under the 1987 version of the SPI regulations of these rules is maintained. 

2.6. Any modification of, or addition to this CPI Statutes requires the consultation and the vote of the Committee members. They will not be valid until they have been confirmed by the CD and the GA of the FMJD.
